INTRODUCTION

1.

National Board of Examinations (NBE) was established in 1976 on recommendation
of a high level expert group. NBE started its operations between 1976 to 1982 as a
wing of the National Academy of Medical Sciences (NAMS). NBE was established as
an independent autonomous organization under Societies Registration Act ,1860 on
1stMarch 1982.

The prime objectives of NBE is to elevate the standards of post graduate medical
education in modern medicine and conducting examinations of high standard on all
India basis.

NBE has evolved as one of the largest professional autonomous organizations at
global scale during 34 years of its existence as autonomous body.

NBE conducts examinations in 72 disciplines and subspecialties of modern medicine
which includes DNB programme in 29 broad and 25 super specialties. NBE has
accredited 469 institutions/ hospitals in public and private sector all over the country.

National Board is also conducting Fellowship programme in 18 sub-specialties for
MD/MS/DNB Speciality who have completed their training in the concerned
specialties. Selection to the fellowship programme is based on an entrance test and
admission to the courses is through centralized merit based counseling.

NBE provides a common national standard for evaluation of minimum level of
attainment of the knowledge and competencies of postgraduate and postdoctoral
training. Well equipped centers have been identified and accredited by NBE in
the concerned specialties to provide excellent training infrastructure and faculty for
the candidates. Diplomate Qualifications awarded by NBE have established
benchmarks of high quality in the field of medical education in the country.

NBE has pioneered use of Computer Based testing for PG Medical Entrance Exams
in the country. Beginning 2012, All PG Medical Entrance Exams and Screening test
are being conducted on Computer Based Test platform. The introduction of computer
technology has transformed the test delivery and student assessment.

The Diplomate/Fellow qualifications (DNB/FNB) awarded by the National Board of
Examinations have been equated with postgraduate degree and postdoctoral level
qualifications of universities by the Government of India, Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after an examination are
eligible to be considered for specialists’ posts in any hospital and for teaching
positions at academic institutions. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after
an examination i.e. DNB, are eligible to be considered for specialists post / faculty in
any hospital including training /teaching institution on a teaching post / as faculty
members /teacher/Assistant Professor/ lecturer.

Over the years NBE’s research engagements have also increased significantly.
NBE has consistently promoted collaborations with various national and
international agencies/bodies of repute in the field of medical education and research
to promote and provide a broader range of both technical as well as academic
expertise to enrich the various DNB programmes being conducted by the board.

NBE in collaboration with Childrens Heart Link, USA, and People4People, India, are
organizing interactive virtual teaching program for pediatric cardiology candidates to
deliver a comprehensive and more widely accessible quality teaching program
through CME sessions consisting of didactic webinars and Web discussions and
quizzes.

NBE is also regularly conducting Faculty Development Workshops wherein the
faculty is sensitized to carry out effective teaching, training and mentoring activities
for DNB /FNB candidates. NBE has also introduced research methodology
workshops for faculty and students on All India Basis.

NBE has introduced NBE Awards for excellence in teaching & training in five
categories. A total of 38 Faculty members and 9 Institutes have been selected for
NBE Awards for Excellence in teaching and training since 2012.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In the year 2015-16 National Board of Examinations completed 34 years of its inception as
an independent autonomous organization in the field of Post Graduate Medical
Education. National Board of Examinations during the year conducted DNB CET, CET-
SS, PD-CET, Screening Test, AIPGMEE, DNB Final, Fellowship Entrance Examination,
and Fellowship Exit Examination for a total of 1,65,602 candidates.

Total Candidates who took NBE examinations: 1, 65,602

DNB Final examination and Fellowship Exit examination were conducted across various
centers in the country by NBE. Improvements in assessment methodology backed by
research in assessment were instrumental in achieving excellence. During the year 2015-
16, a total of 4177 candidates qualified DNB Final Theory Examination for broad
specialties, 74 candidates qualified DNB Final Theory Examination for Super Specialties
and 113 candidates qualified Fellowship Exit examination and NBE certified a total of 1684
candidates foraward of DNB and FNB qualifications till date.

Total Candidates who qualified for award of DNB and FNB: 1684

DNB CET June 2015 (in which 21622 candidates appeared), DNB CET December 2015
(in which 39363 candidates appeared), DNB CET SS December 2015 (in which 3448
candidates appeared) and DNB PD CET (in which 3181 candidates appeared) were all
conducted on Computer Based Test (CBT) Mode.

All India Post Graduate Medical Entrance Examination was conducted on All-India Basis for
admission to All India 50% quota MD/MS/Diploma Seats — 2016 Admission Session (except
for colleges located in Jammu & Kashmir and Andhra Pradesh) as a Computer Based Test
from 2nd December- 8th December 2015 in 33 cities across the country. The candidates
who were registering for AIPGMEE were provided with the option of choosing their
examination centre, date and time through the online registration & scheduling system. A
total of 74808 candidates appeared for the AIPGMEE online examination out of which
46789 candidates passed the examination. The test comprised of 300 Multiple Choices,
single correct response questions in English language only.

Admissions to various DNB & FNB courses are being done through Centralized merit
based counseling conducted by NBE. For DNB CET- January 2015 session, 2136
candidates attended the counseling and 577 candidates registered, for DNB CET- July
2015 session, 1638 candidates attended the counseling and 796 candidates registered &
for DNB CET- January 2016 session, 1650 candidates attended the counseling and 1168
candidates registered. For DNB PDCET January 2015 session, 172 candidates attended
the counseling and 94 candidates registered. For DNB PDCET July 2015 session, 758
candidates attended the counseling and 467 candidates have registered till now. For DNB
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PDCET January 2016 session, 1048 candidates attended the counseling and 765
candidates have registered till now. For DNB CET SS January 2015 session, 295
candidates attended the counseling and 110 candidates registered. DNB CET SS January
2016 session, 849 candidates attended the counseling and 550 candidates have
registered till now. For NBE FET 2015 Session, 48 Candidates attended the counseling
and 26 candidates have registered till now. For NBE FET 2016 Session, 375 Candidates
attended the counseling and 233 candidates have registered till now.

The National Board of Examination has been notified by Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare, Government of India to conduct a competitive entrance examination on All-India
Basis for admission to All India 50% quota MD/MS/Diploma Seats — 2016 Admission
Session (except for colleges located in Jammu & Kashmir and Andhra Pradesh). The
entrance examination will be governed by the rules and regulations specified by the
Government of India, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare/Directorate General Health
Services/and orders of Hon'ble Courts.

Duration of the courses:

MD/MS: Three years from the date of admission. Candidates are eligible for admission
after completion of compulsory rotating internship.
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Diploma: Two years from the date of admission after completion of compulsory rotating
internship.

The scheme for selection of candidates for admission to All India 50% quota MD/MS/
Diploma Seats—2016 Admission Session shall be applicable to all Medical Colleges/
Institutions throughout the country and no Medical College/Institution shall hereafter
conduct competitive entrance examination of its own for these seats on all-India basis,
except the States of Jammu & Kashmir and Andhra Pradesh which have been excluded by
the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India vide their judgement dated 21.07.1986 (Writ Petition
(Civil) no. 348-352 of 1985 in the matter of Dr. Dinesh Kumar & ORS vs Moti Lal Medical
College Allahabad & ORS). Therefore, the students having passed their MBBS
examination from any Institution in these two States shall not be eligible to participate in
the 50% All India Competitive Entrance Examination for selection of candidates against
these seats.

Candidates who are in possession of MBBS degree or Provisional MBBS Pass Certificate
recognized as per the provisions of the Indian Medical Council Act 1956 and possess
permanent or provisional registration certificate of MBBS qualification issued by the
Medical Council of India or State Medical Council and have completed one year of
internship or likely to complete the internship on or before 31st March 2015, were eligible
to apply for AIPGMEE through online application system.

The test comprises of 300 multiple choices, single correct response questions in English
Language only.

The AIPGMEE 2015 examination was conducted as Computer Base Test (CBT) from 2nd
December—8th December 2015, at 33 cities across the country.

During the year 2015-16, a total of 74808 candidates appeared for the AIPGMEE online
examination in December 2015 out of which 46789 candidates passed the AIPGMEE
examination.

India has expertise in various sub-specialty areas, with medical institutions having
requisite technology and trained manpower delivering high quality medical services.

CONTINUING MEDICAL EDUCATION (CME) PROGRAMMES &
SEMINARS DURING THE YEAR 2015-16

The Board organizes Post Graduated CME courses, workshops, seminars, symposia and
training programme of specialized nature in various accredited institutions and identified
medical colleges all over the country. These activities are for the development of DNB
teachers and training of DNB candidates.

The consultants in the accredited hospitals are exposed to workshops for bedside
teaching and training, research methods, assessment/examination methods.

NBE has conducted 32 CME workshops for DNB Candidates and 4 Workshops for the
Faculty of DNB Accredited Hospitals on Thesis Research and Protocol Writing on PAN
India basis. And also NBE has conducted 1 workshop on Faculty Development
Programme in Surgical Disciplines at Hyderabad & 1 Symposium on Ethics and
Professionalism in Medicine at New Delhi.
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FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT

Formative assessment includes various formal and informal assessment procedures by
which evaluation of student’s learning, comprehension, and academic progress is done
by the teachers/ faculty to improve student attainment. Formative assessment test is
called as “Formative “as itinforms the in process teaching and learning modifications. FAT
is integral part of the effective teaching .The goal of Formative Assessment is to collect
information which can be used to improve the studentlearning process.

Formative assessment is essentially positive in intent, directed towards promoting
learning; it is therefore part of teaching. Validity and usefulness are paramount in
formative assessment and should take precedence over concerns for reliability.

NBE has successfully conducted the Formative Assessment for DNB Trainees who are
pursuing residency in DNB Accredited Institutes/Hospitals on centralized basis all over
Indiain which 4040 candidates appeared for FAT examination. The purpose of introducing
appraisals of NBE accredited hospitals/institutions is to assist the local institutions to
develop in to a center of academic excellence. This would further add value to the services
being rendered in these accredited hospitals/institutions.

The assessment scheme consists of Three Parts which has to be essentially completed
by the candidates. The scheme includes:-

Part l:- Conduction of theory examination
Part-Il :- Feedback session on the theory performance
Part-lll :- Work place based clinical assessment

Benefits of the FAT for the examiners is that they are able to determine what standards
students already know and to what degree. They can decide what minor modifications or
major changes in instruction they need to make so that all students can succeed in
upcoming instruction and on subsequent assessments. They can create appropriate
lessons and activities for groups of learners or individual students and also inform
students about their current progress in order to help those set goals forimprovement.

Benefits of FAT for students are that they become motivated to learn and take
responsibility for their own learning. They can learn valuable lifelong skills such as self-
evaluation, self-assessment, and goal setting and become more adept at self-
assessment. In the above pattern NBE has conducted Part | (Theory Examination) for
8311 candidates and Part Il (Work Place Based Clinical Assessment) was conducted for
7122 candidates during the year 2015-2016.
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LEARNING MATERIAL (DVD/CD):

NBE has also set up a repository of electronic, content covering 22 specialties available in
various volumes in the form of DVD's. These cover a wide range of issues as a part of the
Post Graduate curriculum for modern medicine from common topics to esoteric areas of
knowledge which otherwise are not easily available as learning resource. During this year
a total of 2138 volumes of DVDs were made available to 123 medical institutes and post
graduate candidates.

NBE is sending latest information regarding the CME Program/ Workshop/Telecalling to
all hospitals and candidates through periodic email also.
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7. THESIS & RESEARCH

As per NBE norms, writing a thesis is essential for all DNB candidates towards partial
fulfillment of eligibility for award of DNB degree certificate.

Research forms an integral part of the education programme for all candidates registered
with NBE. The Basic aim of requiring the candidates to write a thesis/dissertation is to
familiarize them with research methodology. The members of the faculty guiding the
thesis/dissertation work for the candidate to ensure that the subject matter selected for
the thesis/dissertation is feasible, economical and original.

DNB candidates are required to submit their thesis before the cut off date which shall be
30th June of same year for candidates appearing for their scheduled December final
theory examination. Similarly candidates who shall be appearing in their scheduled June
DNB final examination shall be required to submit their thesis by 31st of preceding
December.
