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INTRODUCTION

The National Board of Examinations came into existence in the year 1975,
as a wing of the National Academy of Medical Sciences under the
president ship of Dr. S Padmavathi, the famous cardiologist and has been
conducting Post-Graduate Medical Examinations at the national level
since 1976. The Board was registered as an Autonomous Organization
under Ministry of Health & Welfare, Government of India with effect
from 01.03.1982 under the Societies Registration Act, 1860, with the
objective of conducting high standard post-graduate examinations in the
field of modern medicine on all India basis, formulating basic training
requirements for eligibility and developing patterns of teaching in post-

graduate medical education.

The National Board of Examinations has been rechristened into a new
name “National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences (NBEMS)” in

2021.

The prime objectives of NBEMS is to elevate the standards of post
graduate medical education in modern medicine and conducting

examinations of high standard on all India basis.

NBEMS has evolved as one of the largest professional autonomous
organizations at global scale during 41 years of its existence as
autonomous body under the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt.

NBEMS offers a rapid, flexible and practical expansion potential of raising
the specialist seats in the country. To make use of the existing
infrastructure and clinical resources at Govt/PSU/Municipal/Private
sector hospitals across the country NBE is encouraging them, with
support of MoHFW and NITI Aayog, to start DNB/DrNB/FNB programme
thereby improving health care and striving to bridge the specialist gap in

the country by increasing the number of Post Graduate seats.

The National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences (NBEMS) has
under its purview more than 1300 accredited institutions all over the
country, which are imparting training in 99 subjects, covering broad (Post
MBBS & Post Diploma), super specialties and Fellowship Courses with
more than 7,000 students enrolled for every year for various types of

courses.

Broadly, there are four types of courses that are run currently under the
National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences which are:
a. DNB for Broad Speciality which is Diplomate of the National Board,
b. DrNB for Super Speciality which is Doctorate of the National Board,
c. FNB for the Fellowship courses which are Post Doctoral courses in
various sub specialties.

d. Post MBBS Diploma in 09 Broad Specialties

NBEMS conducts exit examinations in 77 disciplines and subspecialties of
modern medicine which includes DNB programme in 27 broad including
post diploma and 30 super specialties including direct 6 year courses and

20 fellowship courses.

NBEMS is also conducting Fellowship programme in 31 sub-specialties
post MD/MS/DNB/DrNB/MCh. Selection to the fellowship programme is
based on an entrance test which is conducted by NBEMS and admission

to the courses is through centralized merit based counseling.

Currently, the admission for the DNB Broad Specialties is through the
NEET-PG examination, the admission to the DrNB is through the NEET
Super Speciality examination and the admission to the Fellowship of the
National Board is through the Fellowship Entrance Test (FET). The
National Board of examinations in Medical Sciences also has a two-year
post-doctoral program for those people who have done a diploma in the
broad specialties to be trained further for two years and to be awarded
with a DNB in the Broad Speciality. These students who are having their
diploma qualifications appear in the Post Diploma Common Entrance
Test (PDCET) and through this entrance test they enter this two year DNB

program, which is known as the secondary DNB.

NBEMS provides a common national standard for evaluation of minimum
level of attainment of the knowledge and competencies of postgraduate
and postdoctoral training. Well-equipped centres have been identified
and accredited by NBEMS in the concerned specialties to provide
excellent training infrastructure and faculty for the candidates.
Diplomate and Doctorate Qualifications awarded by NBEMS have
established benchmarks of high quality in the field of medical education

in the country.

NBEMS has pioneered use of computer based testing for post graduate
& post doctoral medical entrance exams in the country. Presently, all
MCQ based exams conducted by NBEMS are conducted on a computer
based platform.  The introduction of computer technology has

transformed the test delivery and student assessment.

The Diplomate/Doctorate/Fellow qualifications (DNB/DrNB/FNB)
awarded by the National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences have
been equated with postgraduate degree and postdoctoral level
qualifications of universities by the Government of India, Ministry of

Health and Family Welfare.

Over the years NBEMS research engagements have also increased
significantly. NBEMS has consistently promoted collaborations with
various national agencies/bodies of repute in the field of medical
education and research to promote and provide a broader range of both
technical as well as academic expertise to enrich the various

DNB/DrNB/FNB programmes being conducted by the board.

The responsibility of the National Board of Examinations in Medical
Sciences is not just limited to the conduct of training in postgraduate
broad speciality subjects and in post-doctoral subjects across its various
hospitals in the country, but also to conduct of the common entrance
examinations, the NEET-PG examination and the NEET-SS examinations,
which are the route of the entry for students to the postgraduate courses
and to the super speciality courses respectively. This responsibility has

been entrusted to the National Board of Examinations in Medical
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Sciences by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of

India.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In the year 2021-22 National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences
(NBEMS) completed 40 years of its inception as an independent autonomous
organization in the field of Post Graduate Medical Education. NBEMS during
the year conducted NEET-SS 2022, FMGE (June & December 2022), FET-2022
and Fellowship Exit Exam 2022 & DNB/DrNB Final Exit Examinations and
NEET-PG 2022 and PDCET 2022.

. NEET-SS an eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as the single

entrance examination to various DM/ M.Ch. Courses. NEET SS 2022 was
conducted as computer based test on 1%t & 2" September 2022 in various
cities across the country on a computer based platform. A total of 18881
super specialty course — wise candidates appeared for the NEET SS 2022
online examination out of which 9492 candidates qualified the examination.

. Foreign Medical Graduate Examination (FMGE) In the year 2022, a total of

22092 candidates appeared in FMGE-June 2022 session which was
conducted on 4" June,2022 and the result was declared on 2" July,2022 in
which 2348 candidates passed the examination. A total of 31943 candidates
appeared for FMGE-December 2022 session which was conducted on 20
January,2023 and the result was declared on 3™ February,2023 in which 9858

passed the examination.

E. SCREENING TEST FOR FOREIGN MEDICAL GRADUATES:

Candidates with DNB/DrNB/MD/MS/MCh/DM qualification in the concerned
specialty are eligible for fellowship programme. Selection to the fellowship
programme is based on an entrance test and admission to the courses will be
through centralized merit-based counselling. The trainee will go through a
structured training programme, maintain a performance record book and
undergo an examination at the end of the training. Candidates will be awarded
Fellow of National Board of Examinations (FNB) at the annual convocation of
NBEMS.

Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India on the
Accounts of National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences for the year
ended 31 March 2023

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of National Board of Examinations in
Medical Sciences (Board) as at 31 March 2023, the Income & Expenditure Account
and Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section
20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service)
Act, 1971. The audit has been entrusted up to the period 2022-23. These financial
statements are the responsibility of the Board’s management. Our responsibility is to
express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments-of the Comptroller & Auditor
Generat of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accountihg‘practices, accounting standards and disclosure
norms etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with
the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-

performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s
Audit Reports se-parately

3.  We have conducted our audlt in accordance thh auditing standards generally
accepted in india: These standards require that we plan and perfcrm the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements. An audit includes examining on a test basis, evidences
supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by

management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements.

We believe that-our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinions.

4.  Based on our audit, we report that;

i We have obtained all the information and explanatlons which to the best of our
- knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii.  The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up by the Board in the uniform
format of accounts approved by the Ministry of Finance, Government of India:

iii. {n our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained by the National Board of Examinations in Medical Sciences so far as it
appears from our examination of such books:

iv.  We further report that:

A. Balance Sheet
A1 Liabilities - ‘
A.1.1Current Liabilities (Schedule - 7) - #279.66 crore

A.1.1.1The provisions for retirement benefits were not made on actuarial basis in
contravention of AS 15 of ICAL.
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A.1.1.2The Board has not made the provisions of expenses amounting to $19.59
crore incurred during 2022-23 in respect of examination expenses in the accounts.
This has resulted in understatement of Current Liabilities & Expenditure by ¥ 19.59
crore and overstatement of Corpus/Capital fund to the same extent.

. Income and Expenditure Account

B.1 The Board reflected %40.03 crore under the head 'Examination expenses’
which included an amount of ¥4.80 crore in respect of DNB/DRNB/NEET & FMGE
examinations conducted earlier but paid during the financial year 2022-23. These
expenses need to be shown under the head 'prior period expenses’. Thus, non-
reflection of such amount as prior period expenses resulted in overstatement of
Current Expenditure and understatement of prior period. expenditure to that extent.

C.  Significant Accounting Policies (Schedule - 24) .

C.1 As per policy number 2, the Board is preparing the financial statements on cash
basis. However, as per recommendations of committee of experts on Uniform format
ot Accounts for Central Autonomous Bodies the accounting will be based on the
principle of Accrual System of Accounting and the concept of “Going Concern” will
have to be maintained. The National Board of Examination in Medical Sciences has
not followed the above system of accounting. The same has been pointed out by the
audit during earlier audits but no corrective measures have been taken by the Board.

Further, NBEMS ‘had also been intimated separately on this issue vide letter No.
AMG-IV/SAR/NBEMS/7-127/2022-23/905 dated 27.12.2022.

D. .General _

D1 The liability of the accreditation fee received from various Hospitals/Medical
colleges: for which accreditation was not approved tili the end of the financial year
amounting to ¥14.26 crore has been included under the head 'Other Current
Liabilities’ of Schedule — 7 (Current Liabilities & Provisions). However, out of this
amount ¥4.69 crore pertains to old Advance Accreditation Fees, of which year wise
breakup is not available with the Board, as such the above amount could not be
verified in the audit. This needs reconciliation and year wise breakup should be
disclosed in the accounts. '

The same has been pointed out by the 'éudit during earlier audits but no cotrective
measures have been taken by the Board.

E. Grants-in-aid o
The Board had not received any Grant from Ministry of Health & Family
Welfare during the year 2022-23. The Board had its own receipt of ¥215.47 crore out

of which ¥ 88.36 crore was utilized as on 31 March 2023, leaving unspent balance of
127,11 crore as on 31 March 2023. :

F.  Management Letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit Rep-ort have been

brought to the notice o'f‘management of the Board through a management letter
issued separately for remedial/corrective action. _ -
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v.  Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the
Balance Sheet, income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account
dealt by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

1.  Provision of expenses for the month of March 2023 paid in April 2023 in
respect of salary and remuneration amounting to 21.34 crore (277.58 lakh for regular
staff, 12.21 lakh for contractual staff, 30.28 lakh for outsourced staff, ¥9.79 lakh for
security staff and ¥4.12 lakh for house keeping staff) was not made in the accounts.
This resulted in understatement of Current Liabilities & Expenditure by ¥1.34 crore
and overstatement of Corpus/Capital fund to the same extent.

2. The Board has shown deduction under Vehicles worth %6.36 lakh due to
auction of condemned vehicles. This reduction was not as. per accounting norms as
sale value was reduced instead of book value of ¥3.83 lakh of these vehicles/Assets.
This has resulted in understatemen of Fixed Assets as well as Capital Fund by ¥2.53
lakh (difference of sale value and book value).

3. The Board received gifted books worth ¥10,377/- which has not been taken in

the acco_unf. This has resulted in understatement of assets and capital both by like |

amount. This was also pointed out by the audit during earlier audits but no corrective
measures have been taken by the Board.

4. The Board has sold condemned Vehicles of worth ¥6.36 lakh during current
year. However, thé same was not accounted for in the income. This has resulted in
understatement of Income and surplus (income over expenditure) both by equal
amount.

5. No Income & Expenditure Account and Receipt & payment account was being
maintained in respect of GPF Account.

6. Board depicted various outstanding liabilities/ payable charges amounting to
¥28.81 takh under Current Liabilities. However, these are carried over since 5 to 11

years as detailed below:

L.

Nature of Business:
The National Board of Examination is established by the Government of India

in the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare in the year 1975 and it became
an independent autonomous body with effect from March, 1982. The Rules
and Regulations of the Board have been framed by the Central Government.
The Board at present conducts postgraduate and postdoctoral examinations all
over the country. It awards its own degree known as Diplomat of National
Board which are equivalent to MD/MS/DM/Mch of other Indian Universities
as recognized by the Government of India and are included in the First
Schedule of the Indian Medical Council Act 1956. The Board since its
inception follows by and large the financial policies as laid down by the
Government of India Almost all the revenue and capital expenditure is being
met out from its own generated fund. This is non-profit making organization
and having registration under section 12AA of Income Tax Act. The Accounts
of the Board are audited by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

Basis of Accounting:
The financial statements are prepared on cash basis including interest on FDRs

accounted for when it’s matured or renewed.

Revenue Recognition:
Revenue from students as examination fee, Registration Fee, Enrollment fee,
FMGE, Accreditation Fee, sale of application form etc. is recognized when

received.

Fixed Assets:
Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties

and taxes related to acquisition less depreciation thereon.

Depreciation on Fixed Assets:

Depreciation is charged on fixed assets at the rates prescribed under the
Income tax act, 1961 on written down value, except land including leasehold
land on which no depreciation is to be provided.
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6. Annual Prize Fund:
Annual Prize Fund has been created by donations received from various High
Dignitaries for award of Gold Medals in various specialties. The Receipt on
account of interest is added to the fund and Payment made is utilised from the

fund itself.

7. NBE Employee Welfare Fund:
NBE Employee Welfare Fund has been created by contribution received from
staff, Professionals and Contractual Staff for welfare Activities of the NBE
Staff & Assessors. The Receipts on account of Interest to the Fund and
expenditure is utilized from the fund itself.

8. General Provident Fund: -
General Provident Fund has been created by Contribution received from
NBEMS Employees for the after-retirement benefits. The Receipts on account
of Interest to fund and Withdrawal is utilized from the fund itself. The
shortage in Interest of Rs 22,86,684/- has been beard by the NBEMS and
claimed as an Expenditure in the Income & Expenditure A/c for the F.Y 2022-
23. Interest has been paid @ 7.1% for F.Y. 2022-23 for total Contribution of

the Employees

9. Accreditation:
The amount given by the various hospitals/ medical colleges for their
accreditation is booked as advance received under the head current liabilities
until the Accreditation is approved by the management. After the approval, the
same is booked as income of the Board.

10. As per the provisions of Income Tax Act 1961, NBEMS has utilize the amount
of Rs. 82,15,66,785/- during the current Financial Year out of accumulated
fund Rs.131,90,01,722/- accumulated during the FY 2021-2022 and the same
was also reflected and reduced in Income & Expenditure account under the
head Expenditure. Further Amount accumulated for the FY 2022-23 for the
attainment of Objective of the NBEMS Rs.183,15,45,963/-(PY

Rs.131,90,01,722).

11. All deposits are made in the Scheduled Banks and in Reserve Bank of India
Government Securities.
